Website Links to K – Grade 6 Lessons

The OTC has received feedback from teachers regarding some of the website links in the K – Grade Six Resource Guides.   These website links have become unavailable or the addresses have changed since publication.   As you know, websites are changed or taken off as time goes on.  The OTC has no control over this.  Please take some time to search for other websites that will give you the information you require.
There are a number of ways you can access more information or the websites.  
 

1. Check on the internet protection wall in your school.  Some sites are not available on school computers as these are likely protected and the website cannot be accessed at the school.  Try these sites at home.  
If you still cannot access the website, do one of the following:
2. Type in the home addresses e.g.  www.otc.ca   instead of www.otc.ca/teacherinformation/.htm .  Then search the home page for the information you are looking for. 
 

3. If this still doesn't work go to a search engine like www.google.ca   and type in "lifestyles of First Nations peoples in the past" or First Nations lifestyles in the past" etc... The search engine will send you to several websites where you will find the information you are looking for.  Be specific in your search.
